1. Broadway St NE (Stinson Blvd to Industrial Blvd) Street Reconstruction: Project approval,
assessment, and areaway abandonment (2017-01252)

2. Passage of Resolution increasing County State Aid appropriation and revenue
by $150,000 for reimbursement of expenses incurred in TR022 Traffic Safety Program.
