Matters listed below are hereby submitted with the following recommendations; to-wit:  

1. 27th Ave NE Street Reconstruction (University Ave to railroad tracks): Project approval, 
assessment, and areaway abandonment (2019-01126)  

1. Passage of Resolution ordering the work to proceed and adopting special assessments in 
the amount of $143,991.31 for the 27th Ave NE (University Ave to the railroad tracks) 
Street Reconstruction Project No. 2328 (CPV075). 

2. Passage of Resolution requesting the Board of Estimate and Taxation authorize the City's 
issuance and sale of assessment bonds in the amount of $143,995 for the project. 

3. Passage of Resolution ordering the abandonment and removal of areaways located in the 
public right-of-way in conflict with the project.
